The highest score
among the submitted scores will be taken as the applicants’ English
score.

The applicant is required
to explain the outline of the master thesis (or equivalent research
output) and the research plan in the Doctoral course in 20 minutes
using slides made by PowerPoint etc..

5. Admission in October

Applying for October 2025 admission may be possible under Sched-
ule A, and applying for October 2026 admission may be possible
under Schedule B. Read the Guidelines for Applicants for Applicant
Eligibility. Those who wish to be admitted in October should tick the
item accordingly on the Application Form.

After submitting an application, those who wish to change the admis-
sion time (October/April) should request before the scheduled oral
examination date. No change of admission time is allowed after that.
