(1) For Schedule A, Special Oral Examination is given to applicants who
achieved an outstanding academic record and whose first choice
is to enroll in the research field (laboratory) of their choice in this
department.Those who are selected by the Special Oral Examina-
tion will be exempted from the written and oral Examination of the
Regular admission.

(2) Application procedure and flow after application

Apply through the online application website during the applica-
tion period for the Special Oral Examination. Applicants will be
informed of the screening results after a screening of the submit-
ted documents. Those who pass the document screening are inter-
viewed for the Special Oral Examination.
Those who are not admitted by document screening or the Special
Oral Examination may take the Regular Admission Examination with-
out further procedures. In such cases, the applicant will be contact-
ed separately regarding the selection of research fields, your wish to
take the TOEFL-ITP, and the submission of your English score.

(3) Special Oral Examination
A comprehensive interview is conducted. The applicant is required
to explain the research plan in the Master's course in 7 minutes using
slides.

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5. Admission in October

Applying for October 2025 admission may be possible under Sched-
ule A, and applying for October 2026 admission may be possible
under Schedule B. Read the Guidelines for Applicants for Applicant
Eligibility. Those who wish to enroll in October should tick the item
accordingly on the Application Form.

After submitting an application, those who wish to change the admis-
sion time (October/April) should request before the scheduled oral
examination date. No change of admission time is allowed after that.
